Revised USDA G.O. and Revenue Loan Resolutions: 33 
Staff received information from Holly Halligan, USDA Area Specialist that the Revenue Loan part of the interim loan could 34 
be closed early for the District to avail a lower interest rate of 1.75%. The target closing date is on November 18. The USDA 35 
Loan Resolutions approved and signed on April 10, when the District took out the interim loan need to be revised to include 36 
the subgrant amount of $1,500,000 that USDA approved as an additional grant to the $2,799,500 the District was already 37 
approved of. Commissioner Karen Otta motioned to approve Resolution No. 1020-01 a General Obligation Loan Resolution 38 
and Resolution No. 1020-02 a Revenue Loan Resolution, both resolutions authorizing and providing for the incurrence of 39 
indebtedness for the purpose of providing a portion of the cost of acquiring, constructing, enlarging, improving, and/or 40 
extending the District’s Beaver Creek Water Treatment Project. Commissioner Deanna Gravelle seconded the motion. 41 
President Rob Mills asked for the commissioners’ vote by calling each name. Commissioners Deanna Gravelle voted YES, 42 
Karen Otta voted YES, President Rob Mills voted YES. Motion was carried 3 – 0. Bond Counsel is processing all closing 43 
documents to be presented at the November 12, 2020, regular board meeting. 44

President Rob Mills recessed the special board meeting at 4:15 p.m. to go into an executive session. 47

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voted YES, Karen Otta voted YES, President Rob Mills voted YES. Motion was carried 3 – 0, recognizing the absence of 63 
Commissoners Morris and Mies Grantham.  64
